Amalgamation Review Final Report
(Black Diamond, Alberta and Turner Valley, Alberta) – At a joint meeting of the Councils of the Towns of Black Diamond and Turner Valley held on January 7th the final report on the Amalgamation Review to be submitted to the Minister of Alberta Municipal Affairs and housing was presented to the members of Council.  Project Coordinator Brian Austrom, presented the report noting that the residents have spoken and although there was support for amalgamation in Turner Valley, the residents of Black Diamond did not support amalgamation.  Austrom recommended that the issue of amalgamation should not be considered during the current term of Council.  

The Councils of the Towns of Black Diamond and Turner Valley, while maintaining their independent municipal entities, look forward to working together to better deliver services to residents in the region.

Subject to ratification by the Councils a joint request will be submitted to the Minister to utilize remainder of unspent funding for a regional cooperation initiative.
