	POLICIES AND BYLAWS
The intent of Bylaw 07-932 is to amend the land use classification in Schedule A, Section 12.3.0 of the Land Use Bylaw by redistricting BLOCK 2, PLAN 8110166 (111 KENNEDY DR SE) containing +/- .19 hectares (.469 acres) from Commercial Business (CB) to Light Industrial (M-1) as shown on map.  The intent of Bylaw 07-934 is the amend in Figure 4, Future Land Use Concept map of the Municipal Development Plan to “Industrial” for the referenced lands.   The purpose of the proposed redistricting and designation are to accommodate a possible mini storage warehouse.

Robert (Rob) L.J. Hickey Ginette Monast 


► Area is aethetically pleasing and should be enhanced


► Approval would set precedent for further rezonings in the area; and extend to adjacent lot to the east as adjacent lot owned by same landowner


► High potential for unsightliness


► No exterior finish of main office or storage units indicated. Staff notes that this is a detail which can be addressed at the development permitting stage


► No height of main office building or storage units indicated. Staff notes that this is a detail which can be addressed at the development permitting stage

Talisman Energy


► An active sour gas well is in the area. The proposed office is located Talisman Energy’s required setback of the Talisman Energy well and maybe non-compliant with EUB regulations. Staff notes that the location of Talisman’s well was not identified by Talisman.

•
Alberta Energy and Utilities Board 


► The EUB has provided its template form of letter, advising of well / pipeline activities in the area. Staff notes that the EUB was not specific as to a position of support / objection to the proposed re-districting. 

Conclusion / Recommendation:

Prior to a decision being rendered, the applicant should attempt to resolve concerns with the relevant agencies / persons. The results of this effort should be brought back to the attention of Council for its consideration. The applicant should be advised that successful rezoning / designation is not an assurance of approval of development. Given energy related industries this area, an environmental assessment / magnetic sweep (to identify any unknown underground pipelines / wells) may be required at time of development permitting.
