(hereinafter referred to the "Municipality")
IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA

This by-law authorizes the Council of the Municipality to impose a local improvement
tax o raise revenue to pay for the Robert Street Pavement Project.

WHEREAS:

The Council of the Municipality has decided to issue a by-law pursuant to Sections 397
and 405 of the Municipal Government Act to authorize imposing a local improvement tax
to raise revenue to pay for the Robert Street Pavement Project.

MPE Engineering has made plans, specifications and estimates for the project and
confirms the total cost of the said project is § 140,000 (approximate).

The Council of the Municipality has estimated the following grants and contributions will
be received or applied to the project.

1. Government Grants $63,722
2. Town Reserves $189,367

In order to construct and complete the said project, Council has determined that 90% of
the costs shall be considered general municipal benefit and 10% local improvement
benefit, therefore it will be necessary for the Municipality to charge a local improvement
tax

The Property Owners will repay the local improvement tax over a period of twenty (20)
years in annual installments, with interest calculated at seven per cent (7%), per annum,
payable annually.

The estimated lifetime of the project is 20 years. The proposed construction will serve
Properties along Robert Street SW, Rowley Close SW, Raymond Close SW and Sunset
Blvd SW.

All required approvals for the project have been obtained and the project is in
compliance with all acts and regulations of the Province of Alberta.

2. That the local improvement tax shall bear interest during it’s term, at a rate of
Seven per cent (7%) payable annually.

3. That the local improvement tax shall be levied in such manner that the principal
and interest will be combined and be made payable in, as nearly as possible, equal annual
installments over a period of twenty (20) years, in accordance with the schedule attached,

4, That there shall be raised annually for payment of the owners' portion of the cost
and interest thereon, by local improvement tax, the respective sums shown as yeatly
payments on Schedule "A" hereto attached, and there is hereby imposed on lands abutting
that portion of Robert Street SW, Rowley Close SW, Raymond Close SW and Sunset
Blvd SW whereon the improvements are to be laid, a local improvement tax sufficient to
cover the owners' portion of the cost of the said work and the interest thereon payable at
the rate of Seven per cent (7%) per annum.
