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TOWN OF TURNER VALLEY
FAMILY & COMMUNITY SUPPORT SERVICES (F. C.S. S.)

GENERAL INFORMATION and POLICIES
The F.C. S. S. Board reviews all applications for funding under the F.C.S.S. program and makes a recommendation to Council for funding.

The following are general guidelines for programs receiving F.C.S.S. funding.

1. A program shall:
a) promote, encourage and facilitate voluntarism and the use pf volunteers

b) be of preventive nature to

· enhance, strengthen and stabilize family and community life
· improve the ability of persons to identify and act oft their own social needs
· help avert family or community social breakdown
· if early symptoms of social breakdown do appear, help
· prevent the development of a crisis that may require major intervention or rehabilitative measures.

c) provide citizens with information on its planning and operation.

d) provide for the development of services on the basis of clearly
e) identified social needs and effective planning, and
f) encourage cooperation and coordination with allied service agencies operating within the municipality.

2. A program shall not:

a) primarily provide for the recreational needs or leisure time pursuits

of individuals.

b) offer direct financial assistance to sustain an individual or family.

c) be primarily rehabilitative in nature, or

d) duplicate services available from or within the jurisdiction pf any government agency or services that may otherwise be reasonably accessible to residents of the municipality.

3. A program may offer the following:

a) services that promote the social development of children a d their families including:
· parent-child development activities

· temporary or occasional parent relief services, and

· support services for young school age children.

b) services that enrich and strengthen family life by developing skins in people enabling them to function more effectively with their own environment including:

· parenting and family life education and development programs

· marriage enrichment

· retirement planning

· programs for single adults and single parents

· courses designed to enhance self-awareness and personal growth

· individual, family and group counseling services that are

· educational and not treatment oriented, and

· youth development services.

c) services that enhance the quality of life of the retired and semi-

retired including: 
.

· home support services

· education and information services

· outreach an coordination services, and

· self-help socialization activities
d) services designed to promote, encourage and support volunteer work in the community including:
· recruitment, training and placement services,

· resources to support volunteers, and

· coordination of volunteer services 
· services designed to inform the public of available service including:

· information and referral services

· community information directories

· newcomer services, and

· interagency coordination

The following policies are specific to funding granted to projects by the Town of Turner Valley F.C.S.S.

Project Funding Policies:

The Town of Turner Valley F.C.S.S. Board will give consideration to funding primary or secondary preventive projects which meet the general guidelines and criteria.

Town of Turner Valley F.C.S.S. Indirect Project funding is intended as seed money to assist the community in developing and implementing new programs and services.
It is expected that on-going projects strive towards self-sufficiency. Funding will be contingent upon annual application at which time the project will be expected to demonstrate progress towards independence.
Criteria for Assessing F.C.S.S. Funding Application

The following have been developed to ensure that both new and existing F.C.S.S

projects are consistent with the guidelines. Projects seeking funding through the F.C.S.S. Program are assessed on the following:

1. Community Needs
e) A demonstrable community need for the project has been identified.
f) Proposed service is relevant to identified community need.

g) Project or service offered is not a duplication of others within the community.

h) Project has substantial community support.

2. Goals and Objectives

a) Project is preventive in nature.

b) Project objectives are stated in measurable, operational terms.

c) Project identifies target/service area

3. Volunteerism

a) Project actively utilizes volunteers.

b) Methods of volunteer recruitment, training, support and supervision are

adequate.

4. Staff

a) Project has an appropriate complement of qualified staff to fulfill its goals and objectives.

b) Project staff training, support and supervision are appropriate.

5. Boards/Committees

a) Project board composition adequately reflects appropriate community interests.

b) Project has appropriate board/committee structure.

c) Board/committee meetings are held regularly and are well attended.
6. Fund Raising and Revenue

a) Project has assessed options for securing revenue.

· fees for service

· membership fees

· other

b) Project has assessed probability of becoming independent.

7. Budget

a) Project has submitted a global budget clearly indicating use of:

· F.C.S.S. funds

· Non-F.C.S.S. funds
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
