The Council of the Municipality has decided to issue a by-law pursuant to Sections 397 and 405 of the Municipal Government Act to authorize imposing a local improvement tax to raise revenue to pay for the Robert Street Pavement Project.

MPE Engineering has made plans, specifications and estimates for the project and confirms the total cost of the said project is $ 140,000 (approximate).

In order to construct and complete the said project,  Council has determined that 90% of the costs shall be considered general municipal benefit and 10% local improvement benefit, therefore it will be necessary for the Municipality to charge a local improvement tax 

The Property Owners will repay the local improvement tax over a period of twenty (20) years in annual installments, with interest calculated at seven per cent (7%), per annum, payable annually.

The proposed construction will serve Properties along Robert Street SW, Rowley Close SW, Raymond Close SW and Sunset Blvd SW.
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b) BEING A BYLAW 956-08 OF THE TOWN OF TURNER VALLEY, IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA , TO IMPOSE A LOCAL IMPROVEMENT TAX TO RAISE REVENUE TO PAY FOR THE ROBERT STREET SEWER LINE REPLACEMENT PROJECT.

The Council of the Municipality has decided to issue a by-law pursuant to Sections 397 and 405 of the Municipal Government Act to authorize imposing a local improvement tax to raise revenue to pay for the Robert Street Sewer Line Replacement Project.

MPE Engineering has made plans, specifications and estimates for the project and confirms the total cost of the said project is $ 131,921.

In order to construct and complete the said project,  Council has determined that 90% of the costs shall be considered general municipal benefit and 10% local improvement benefit, therefore it will be necessary for the Municipality to charge a local improvement tax 

The Property Owners will repay the local improvement tax over a period of twenty (20) years in annual installments, with interest calculated at seven per cent (7%), per annum, payable annually.

b)  BEING A BYLAW 956-08 of the Town of Turner Valley, in the province of Alberta,      to impose a local Improvement tax to raise revenue to pay for the Robert Street  Sewer Line replacement project the Council of the Municipality has decided to issue a by-law pursuant to Sections 397 and 405 of the Municipal Government Act to authorize imposing a local improvement tax to raise revenue to pay for the Robert Street Sewer Line Replacement Project.

c) Proposal: The applicant is requesting that Town Council adopt the Everwood  Estates Conceptual Scheme (“Outline Plan”). The Conceptual Scheme is not a statutory plan. Rather, it is a document which when adopted, provides guidance respecting subdivision and development of the Everwood Estates Subdivision.
d) BEING A BYLAW # 948-08 of the Town of Turner Valley to regulate and manage waste whereas the Municipal Government Act S.A. 1994, c. f) BEING A BYLAW # 950-08 OF THE TOWN OF TURNER VALLEY RESPECTING WATER AND SEWER UTILITY SYSTEMS WHEREAS the Town of Turner Valley, being a Municipal Corporation in the Province of Alberta, owns and operates a water and sewer system as public utilities for the purpose of supplying and distributing water to residents, industrial and commercial users, for fire protection and to all other property owners in the Town of Turner Valley and subject to Council approval to property owners outside the Town boundaries and operate a sewage system for the disposal of sewage waste from residents, industrial and commercial users and to all other property owners in the Town of Turner Valley and subject to Council approval to property owners outside the Town boundaries
