SUBJECT/TOPIC:  Assessment Review Board Agreement – Joint Regional Agreement 
 
PURPOSE:  To enter into an agreement with the City of Airdrie, Town of Cochrane, Town of 
Crossfield, and the Town of Okotoks forming a Assessment Review Board Joint Regional 
Agreement. 
 
RECOMMENDATION:  To enter into the Assessment Review Board - Joint Regional 
Agreement allowing the Town of Turner Valley to pull members from the pool to which this 
agreement provides qualified members under.   


 
BACKGROUND/HISTORY:   
 
Since new assessment legislation December 2009 was passed by the Municipal Government, 
many municipalities have entered into Joint Agreements to enable them to provide members to 
an Assessment Review Board.  These boards are being found to be a cost effective way for 
smaller communities to form an Assessment Review Board panel for their own community.  It 
could potentially be very effective for smaller communities which may not have had to hold an 
appeal for several years.   
 
Our Council recently did a review of the many Boards and Committees they are committed to at 
that time they determined members at large of our community should be sought to fill the 
positions on the Assessment Review Board.   
 
The municipalities involved in the agreement are responsible for developing their own Bylaw 
which will govern the members of the said Joint Regional Agreement - Assessment Review 
Board, the terms and provides the rates which will be paid.  Each municipality has the option of 
providing members to the pool or only using the services of the pool. 
 
Town of Turner Valley Bylaw #10-988 states: 
 


4.2 Members shall be appointed to the Regional Pool from time to time by resolution 
of Council. 


 
Schedule A of the Turner Valley Bylaw #10-988 will reflect the remuneration for the Assessment 
Board Members participating in hearings. 
 
Many communities have found it difficult to recruit to residents to sit on these boards.  We have 
recently accepted an application from Mr. Pfeil.  Mr. Pfeil is attending the Principles of 
Assessment training on May 17 and 18, 2010 and is on a waiting list for the Administration II 
session on May 3 – 4, 2010 as well as May 12 – 13, 2010.  The Town of Turner Valley is 
working towards providing one member to the agreement this year, with the potential of two 
members next year. 


 
ALTERNATIVES:  Train three Assessment Review Board Members, and an alternate for a total 
of four members. 
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IMPLICATIONS/SUPPORT OF PAST STUDIES OR PLANS:  We have been advertising for 
over a month for assessment board members, we have one qualified applicant.  We will require 
the use of the regional pool if we have an assessment appeal.   
 
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:  If we do not participate on the agreement we will be expecting 
much higher costs to get individuals trained.
