Background: The Town of Turner Valiey was first contacted in the spring of 2010 by the executive
director of the Calgary Court Operations, representing Alberta Justice, to request a tour of the
municipal building.  Staff was told the Province was considering re-establishing court services in
Turner Valley in order to reduce the case backiog in Okotoks, but no timelines or details were
provided. A subsequent tour was conducted again in May, this time with additional Alberta Justice
including representatives from Court Services, legal counsel, the Sheriff's Department, judges, RCMP
and administration. Subsequent to the tours, inquiries were made into SuperNet accessibility and
utilities to the building.

Current status: [ have followed up with the executive director regularly (monthly) since July, and as
recently as January 31, was advised that she is awaiting word from head office in Edmonton. It is now
in the hands of Alberta Justice. Council will be notified of any updates to this information.
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
