Effective March 1, 2011

The Town of Turner Valley will implement the last phase of the full-cost recovery utility rate program, effective March 1, 2011.  The program is designed to encourage water conservation, while supporting a sustainable waterworks system.  It places water costs responsibilities on all users, and will eliminate tax subsidies. Indoor water conservation tips *
· Check for toilet leaks (a leaky toilet can waste up to 200,000 litres of water a year, Environment Canada)
· Upgrade plumbing fixtures to low-water use type
· Turn off water while brushing teeth
· Reduce time in shower to under 5 minutes
· Flush toilet only when necessary
· Run dishwasher and washing machine only when full
